Additional information for students taking Art GCSE
· Students will sit their GCSE 10-hour Art exam during week beginning 20th April. (Immediately after the Easter break). 

· The exam will take place over 2 and a half days. 
· This worth almost 50% of students overall GCSE grade. 
· A large proportion of this grade comes from the preparation in the 6 school weeks remaining up to the Easter holidays.

Requirements are

· Every Friday until controlled exam, students must submit a minimum homework of one completed A2 page.
· 10 x completed A2 pages need to be completed prior to exam.
· Week beginning 20/4/20: 10hr controlled exam takes place.
· Students final piece will be completed during controlled exam.

· All work must be present for final submission on the first morning of the controlled exam. No exam prep can be added after the first day of the exam. This will be kept under examination guidelines after this date.

· Students are to ensure their work station and equipment is set up prior to the start of their controlled exam.
