Assessment and Setting Information

In the absence of SATs, students have been tested this half term using a standardised GL test. This has been analysed and students will be allocated into sets using this, so as to best support their progress. New timetables will be issued to students P1on Monday 2nd November. Assessments in all subjects will place after half term. Your child’s individual exam timetable is included in this letter. Core assessments will take place in the hall so your child gets used to this as they journey through school. Most assessments will take place within allocated lessons in a smaller environment supported by their class teacher. Whilst it is important that students revise as much as possible for their assessments, we simply want them to do their best. Your child’s assessment timetable is included in this letter. Home Learning Provision

We are working hard to provide quality home learning provision. We fully understand the challenges that this poses for parents of students who are required to self-isolate and we thank you for your on-going support. Firstly, we would like to clarify how we will provide learning for students outside of school as follows:

· All work set for students self-isolating will be labelled HOME LEARNING (Set on Teams)
· All normal homework set for students will be labelled HOMEWORK (Set on ClassCharts)
Microsoft Teams-Students self-isolating or shielding
Our priority is that no student falls behind in their learning and all continue to follow the full curriculum at home.
· Instructions for home learning for all students isolating at home will now be provided via Microsoft
Teams. This is set daily, in line with students’ normal timetable. 

· Students at home are required to log in to Microsoft Teams and complete the work that is set for each lesson that day, as per their timetable.
· Students will receive an exercise book to support home learning and homework, included in this letter.
How do students submit their home learning if isolating?
· This will be specified by their class teacher on Teams and may include simply uploading an image of the completed work, uploading to Teams or via email to their teacher.
Setting of Homework

· This will continue be set and monitored using ClassCharts. This may include a link to Microsoft Teams. If so, this will be clearly stated.
· As a parent, you can see the homework your child has been set and receive direct feedback, via the App. 
· Instructions for submission of Homework work will be specified on ClassCharts.
Parent ClassCharts App

Can we ask that you, as a parent/carer, download the ClassCharts Parent app from the app store if you haven’t already done so and login using your unique details. Your child is required to manage their own learning outside of the classroom, if they haven’t yet done this it’s a priority that they download ClassCharts as soon as possible. If you have any issues accessing ClassCharts please contact Mr G Jones at jonesGM@asfaonline.org who will reissue your code. A copy of your child’s log in and your own parental log in is also included in this letter.
Support- Being ready for using Microsoft Teams

In preparation for Teams, your child needs access to a device which is connected to the internet (mobile phone, tablet, iPad, laptop, desktop computer etc) and have downloaded and logged into the Microsoft Teams app. The app can be downloaded for free in the app store on both Apple and Android phones. Once your child has downloaded the app and logged in, they will find Teams pages for all their subjects. We are continuing to support and teach students how to use Teams in ICT lessons. Further support and full guidance can be found on the school website under the Teams & ClassCharts tab.
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If you need any additional support or are having difficulty, please report issues via the Report a Concern button on the school website.
Digital Devices

A small number of students may be entitled to a laptop from the Government to support their home learning. Please ensure that you have signed and returned the IT Equipment Loan Agreement Form you received last week. If your child is required to isolate, we will then be able to issue them with a laptop to use to complete school work. The laptop must be returned on the day your child returns to school.
